Native species.

Common Milkweed has brownish-pink or greenish-purple
flowers growing in umbels. The fragrant petals bend
downward. The leaves are short-stalked, oblong and
grayish-downy beneath. The caterpillar of the Monarch
Butterfly feeds on the leaves. The pods have a warty surface
with fluffy seeds when ripe. It grows 3-5 feet tall in fields and
roadsides and blooms in summer.
