Native species.

Pennsylvania Smartweed
has a tight, spikelike
cluster of tiny rose-pink or
white flowers. The reddish
joints have papery sheaths
without  fringes. The
leaves are shiny. It grows
1-4 feet high in damp soill
on roadsides and in fields.
It blooms in summer and
fall.
