Native species.

Partridgeberry is a trailing plant with small, paired,
roundish evergreen leaves that are often veined
with white. It has white or pinkish 4-petaled flowers
In pairs at the ends of creeping stems. The fruit is a
single, scarlet edible berry. It grows in woods and
blooms in late spring and early summer.
