Skunk Cabbage blooms in very early spring in swamps.
The 2-5 inch hood (spathe) is mottled and varies from
green to purple-brown. Inside is a heavy rounded cluster
(spadix) on which is borne the flowers. The large egg-
shaped leaves appear after the plant blooms. They grow 1
to 3 feet high and have a fetid odor when crushed.
