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Common Blue Violet is found in meadows and damp 
woods.  The lower petal is longer and smooth.  The two 
side petals are bearded.  The flowers are only slightly taller 
than the leaves.  It grows 3-8 inches high and blooms in 
the spring.  There are many different color variations and 
garden escapes in this genus.   
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
