Native species.

Spotted Joe-Pye-Weed
has a deep purple or
purple-spotted  stem.
The leaves are in
whorls of 4 or 5,
tapering to the base,
with a single main vein.
The pink flowers grow
in a large branching
cluster. It grows 2-7
feet tall in wet thickets
and damp meadows. It
blooms in summer and
fall.
