Spotted Wintergreen has tapering leaves arranged in whorls
on the stem. The leaves are variegated with a pale pattern
on the midrib and white along the veins. The nodding waxy
flower may be white or pink. It grows 4-10 inches in dry
woods and blooms in summer. It is also called Striped
Wintergreen.
