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White Baneberry, or Doll’s Eyes, has flowers in a raceme 
on a single stalk.    The stamens are long and bushy.  
The leaves are wide-spreading and divided into sharply 
toothed leaflets.  The fruit is a cluster of china-white 
berries, each with a thick red stalk and a conspicuous 
purplish ‘eye’.  It grows 1-2 feet high in woods and 
blooms in the spring.
