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Lyre-leaved Rock 
Cress has deeply 
lobed basal leaves 
that grow in a rosette.  
The white flowers are 
only ¼ inch wide.   It 
grows 4-12 inches 
high in rocky places.  
It blooms in spring 
and summer.
