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Teasel has paired leaves that embrace a prickly stem.  
Lavender flowers grow in large, thistlelike heads.  Spines 
packed between the tiny florets create a pincushion effect.  
Dried flower heads persist throughout the winter.  It grows 2-
6 feet high in fields and on roadsides.  It blooms in summer 
and fall.
