Introduced honeysuckles include Tartarian (L. tatarica)
and Morrow’s (L. morrowi) and a hybrid between the
two (L. bella). The deeply lobed flowers are somewhat
irregular. The leaves are egg-shaped, slightly heart-
shaped at the base. The berries are red. They grow
4-10 feet high in thickets and on roadsides. They
bloom in the spring.
