Native species.

May-apple has a solitary flower
growing in the crotch below two
large, deeply divided leaves. The 2-
inch flower has 6-9 waxy white
petals. The plant without a flower
has a single, umbrella-like leaf. The
fruit is a lemonlike berry. It grows
12-18 inches in rich woods. It
blooms in the spring. It is
sometimes called Mandrake.
