Cypress Spurge has many needle-like pale green leaves.
The yellow ‘petals’ are really bracts growing underneath
tiny inconspicuous flowers. The bracts may turn red with
age. The plant grows 6-12 inches high along roadsides,
in fields and in cemeteries. It blooms from spring to fall.
